What do Handel, Julius Ceasar, and Dostoevsky have in common? What was the King of Babylon’s Code of Hammurabi? How many brain cells does a new born baby have? The answers to these epilepsy-related-questions and more are included on a new interactive CD-Rom, designed to help children learn more about this common neurological condition in a fun, informative way. 
The Illustrated Junior Encyclopaedia of Epilepsy, previously only available in book-form, will become a very valuable resource for parents of a child with epilepsy, for teachers in schools and for young people themselves. Edited by Dr Richard Appleton, an expert in childhood epilepsy at Liverpool’s Alder Hey Hospital, the CD-rom delivers learning via easy to follow information, interactive puzzles, illustrations and music.

‘The resource is aimed at children, but also has a huge amount of information for teaching and non teaching staff’ explains Peter Rogan, Author of the CD. Peter who is the Author of the Illustrated Junior Encyclopaedia of Epilepsy updated its contents in association with Mike Glynn CEO of Brainwave to ensure its relevance to an Irish audience. ‘Children can not only learn about epilepsy – which builds their confidence – they can also have a lot of fun using the programme. For example they can find out about famous people with the condition, such as Van Gogh and even click on the interactive link to hear the composer’s music. Interactive puzzles and brain teasers liven up the pages, and clear illustrations allow children to find out about their bodies in a clear way. The CD-Rom is not only highly educational, but fun too.’ 
Presented in alphabetical order, the information featured is diverse and presented in a variety of ways. Pages on the different types of seizures and medication, for example, are interspersed with easy to follow information on how the brain works. There is also fun history information, such as the pages on the Code of Hammurabi, the King of Babllon’s bizarre rules for people with epilepsy, as well as facts on social aspects, like careers and activities like swimming. The first aid pages will be valuable to children and staff alike.
